	Opening Remarks
	

	
	SAH introduced Jo Witherden, who is supporting the development of the Neighbourhood Plan, and explained that this meeting would focus on reviewing the Questionnaire analysis results.  This would be from the point of view of their format rather than the results themselves, because we do not yet have all of the questionnaire responses in the analysis spreadsheet.
	

	3.
	Notes from 17th Meeting (6th October 2016)
	

	
	The notes from the previous meeting were accepted (see Appendix A), with corrections.  
Regarding the point about consulting people who want to be in the village, PhC asked JW’s view.  She said that it was not necessary but was a good idea, as their opinion is valid, even if they are not on the Holwell electoral role and so don’t vote in referendum.  A similar argument would apply to second home owners, and also to children.
SAH added that there are very few employers in Holwell and that those she had spoken to had raised no major issues.  
JW said that there may be people who’ve lived here in Holwell and would like to return, but there is no easy way to contact them.
NP asked about those from other parishes wanting to live in Holwell.  He suggested that there is a conflict between actual local demand and the figures used by WDDC, who had been looking more widely.
SAH said that she had asked the housing enabling officer answer, on 24th October, and received a reply saying that there is currently a demand for 1,342 affordable homes in West Dorset and 766 in North Dorset.  Local requirements at the end of October 2016 are for 3 in Holwell, 6 in Bishops Caundle, 2 in Stourton Caundle, 4 in Folke and Alweston, 2 in Glanvilles Wootton, and 2 in Pulham.  With this information, we should now be more aware of what’s happening.
JW said that affordable housing on a Rural Exception site is normally meant to be in perpetuity.  However there are a lot of changes being considered at a national level, and discussions on affordable housing types such as starter homes (which may, after a period, simply become open market housing).  If this were to be changed, it would be useful if WDDC explained why in advance.  She added that the assessment of housing need was not an exact science.  The District Council say that housing requirements in main towns are different to those in villages, where it is more linked to local need.  
	

	4.
	Questionnaire Analysis
	

	
	The Questionnaire and its analysis were discussed.  SAH thanked all those who’d been able to help with delivery and collection.  We had received completed questionnaires from 125 out of 169 households or 160 houses.  (around 74%).
SAH explained some of the details of the analysis process.  For example, where respondents have omitted to provide any data on whether they are male or female, we have recorded a “prefer not to say” answer.  Where answers are given for a household, the results have been multiplied up accordingly.  The results where multiple answers may be given could have some form of weighting applied, but this has not yet been tried.
PhC asked about the problem of questions that are related more to the Parish Plan than the Neighbourhood Plan.  SAH said that all questionnaire answers will be published and shared with the community and later topics would be divided up between any Parish Action Plan and the Neighbourhood Plan.  
The sample output plots and tables were reviewed and feedback discussed:
· It was felt that pie charts would be appropriate where there were only a few data items, but that more complicated results would be better displayed as bar charts (for example, the respondents’ age data).
· Some people liked to be able to refer to the tables of data plotted.
· The font sizes would need to be reviewed and probably made larger.
· The 3-D plots are hard to interpret and should be replaced with simpler bar charts.
· Some people had a preference for basic numbers and others for percentages.  It was agreed that both could be provided, but that plots using percentages should state what the totals are that the percentages are based on.
· The question of how to show comments was raised.  All comments given by respondents will be shown, in addition to the response results.
JW said that data could be broken down further, to categorize by age say or households with children, to see if there were any differences between certain groups.  For example, it might be that those who had been in the village for longer and had seen more change might be less averse to change than those who were more recent arrivals.  SA said that this will be looked at, but probably after the initial analysis has been completed.
JW also added that it would be possible to compare the results with the data from the most recent census.  She believed that the questionnaire results should generally reflect the census data, allowing for small changes in the population since the census was carried out in 2011.
In general, she thought that we have a good sample of views that should give us a strong idea of villagers’ likes and dislikes.

	Any Other Business (AOB)
	

	
	SAH said that she and Cllr Gibbs had now met with Honeybuns.  As yet she has been unable to discuss the Neighbourhood Plan with Hosie’s or the Nursery School.
SAH asked if there were any Questions for JW.
NP asked what she thought was the potential worth of the Neighbourhood Plan would be, once it was complete, given the low weight attributed to its in-development state at the Crouch Lane Planning Committee meeting in the summer.
JW said that planning decisions should take a Neighbourhood Plan into account.  However, a Neighbourhood Plan will have limited weight until it has reached the point of being examined by an independent examiner (appointed by the District Council in agreement with the Parish Council), and its policies have been approved.  JW added that the Neighbourhood Plan has to be in general conformity with the strategic policies of the Local Plan, and have due regard to national policy.  So, if there is an issue of non-conformity, this will need to be clearly explained and evidence provided, so that the examiner can consider whether the proposed Neighbourhood Plan could still be accepted.  
JE asked whether, if the Neighbourhood Plan were to decide against any housing, the WDDC could override the decision.  SAH pointed out that the questionnaire’s “no housing” option is housing only within the Local Plan.  Therefore, no housing includes affordable housing, conversion of farm buildings etc. and therefore doesn’t mean that we would have no development at all.  The Parish Council wanted some control over development, and hence the Neighbourhood Plan.  JE suggested that we should pin up the Local Plan exemptions at the Village Open Meetings.
JE also asked about our ability to influence the style of houses in the Neighbourhood Plan.  JW said that houses need to be in keeping with the local character, but that it could be hard to establish what that local character is.  It is possible to put more details about this in the Neighbourhood Plan but we can’t be too prescriptive, and that both affordability and viability need to be considered.  And discussions of style can lead to arguments for and against traditional styles, such as those at Poundbury, and more modern designs.  PhC asked whether we consult on housing style.  SAH said that we could express preferences, in the form of preferring more of one sort of style and less of another.  
JW asked whether we had agreed our Vision or Aim.  SAH said that we had, but that we would revisit this after the questionnaire results have been reviewed.
CE asked JW whether she thought we were on track.  JW said that it looks OK.  SAH added that JW will help with understanding and presenting our data.
SAH said that one part of the process has to do with the Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA).  The SEA officer (Oliver Rendell) needs to look at the village’s decisions regarding where building could take place.  He’ll generate a draft report.  The SEA report is needed as a precursor for site assessment.  We then we need to decide on the criteria for sites; it is estimated that there would be about 15 of these.
JW explained that this is a screening stage.  It provides information on environmental issues, but it can also go out to other organizations (e.g. Natural England) for feedback on whether more information is needed.
 SAH added that we had originally thought that we would look at sites in December, but this would now probably take place in January 2017.

1. Apologies

Lord Aldenham (LA), Rodney Antell (RA), Patrick Constable (PC), Phil
Curtis (PhC), Bruce Duncan (BD), Robert Hole (RH), Roger Kellow (RK),
Peter Macfarlane (PM), and Libby Wilton (LW) were unable to attend.

KW said that Bob Pearce (BP) would no longer be attending the
Neighbourhood Plan WG meetings.

2. Opening Remarks

SAH explained that various meetings had been held; these included:

Spectrum Housing, which is a North Dorset organization, based in
Christchurch. 1t is a private company that is about to merge with Sovereign
Homes. They develop social and open market housing; the latter to help
fund the former. Their social housing is generally for shared ownership,
because there is no grant funding for rental accommodation, but there is for
shared ownership and help to buy. They are not currently looking for
locations.

Pippa Gillard as a local business / employer. Discussions centred around
local employment and where youngsters are employed - they travel some
distance from outside Holwell to work. Therefore, if we are interested in
generating more work in Holwell, employees may need to travel from
elsewhere unless they want, and are able, to live in the village. Thus, it was
suggested that we widen our search to include people working outside
Holwell.
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Actions

Dominic Harvey from Middle Piccadilly. He has been there since 1975, but
his business is not dependent on local housing. Boon Brown / Stonewater.
BD, SAH and Jo Witherden met Shaun Travers, Clive Brown, Michelle
Thomas (from Stonewater), and Hugh Watkins. Michelle Thomas explained
that Stonewater generally is interested in developing Shared and Rent-to-
Buy properties, in the form of flats and houses with a minimum of two
bedrooms. Clive Brown explained that the conditions of their contract
obliged them to appeal against the refusal of planning permission, for their
proposed development off Crouch Lane. Mr Watkins stated that this location
was initially discussed in 2011. The call for sites was discussed with them
and it was pointed out that they would need to respond to this if there was an
intention to make use of land not already included in their planning proposal.

The Rector, Richard Kirlew. The Rectory is on the site of the “The Fox” inn
which dated from 1832, and burnt down in the 1960s. His feedback was that
many people in Holwell appeared to want no changes to be made to the
village although a need for family housing and the ability to cater for the
older population were also issues He also raised the matter of parking at the
nursery school.

Emma and Matt Goss-Custard (Honeybuns) have been approached, but no
meeting has yet been scheduled.

In addition, meetings have yet to take place with Hosies, the Nursery School,
and Moormead Leisure.

SAH said that there has been an offer of funding (£1,200) from Dorset
Community Action (DCA), to support communications.

Notes from 16" Meeting (1% September 2016)

The notes from the previous meeting were accepted (see Appendix A), with
a small correction to be made to the Date of the Next Meeting.

Survey / Questionnaire, Implementation, Recording

Most questionnaires should have now been delivered. The final version had
a separate set of questions on the Village Hall, because reviewers thought
that it created an imbalance if in the body of the questionnaire. However, it
was felt that the hall could not be left out as it is too important an element of
the survey.

SAH would like us to add our initials and a number to all copies that we each
collect, to provide a means of assessing coverage. NP suggested putting a
note through doors if people are not at home when visited, to let them know
that the questionnaire had been called for, and to say when we’d try again.

SAH said that we are aiming to have collected and collated the information
by 10™ November; the intention is to be able to go through the results with Jo
Witherden at meetings on this date and on 8" December.

It was agreed that there will be a lot of work to do, and it may be useful to
involve more people in the WG in entering the data into a spreadsheet for
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Actions

analysis. SAH has scheduled Village Open Meetings for 15" and 17"
December, for providing feedback on the questionnaire results.

The feedback should also include information about the call for sites to be
identified as possible locations for development. Slips have been put in the
White Hart Vale Community Magazine delivered to Holwell. The original
intention was to do this for all of the magazines, to cover people who own
land in Holwell but don’t live in the village, but this did not happen because
of a communications problem. It was agreed that we would try to place
additional copies in the Kings Stag garage and the shop in Bishops Caundle.

The process for notification about sites was discussed. This will involve
filling in a form, and everyone will need to do this if a site is to be included.

SAH said that the Village Hall meetings’ minutes are now to be available
online; the minutes of their latest meeting are now available.

KW raised the question of agricultural sites. SAH believed that, although
there could be some uncertainty about what constituted such a site (e.g. do
they include equestrian buildings like stables?), it would be better to include
such permitted development than to exclude it.

SAH said that there is a good item on site assessment for Neighbourhood
Plans on the Locality website.

5. Any Other Business (AOB)

SAH said that Jo Witherden has been very helpful and is pleased with the
way our work is progressing with the initial drafting of plan documents.

6. Date of Next Meeting (DONM)

The next meeting is scheduled for Thursday November 10", 2016. The
December meeting is scheduled for Thursday 8™ December. These dates
have been chosen so that Jo Witherden can attend.

There may also be an interim meeting, for going over the maps being
generated giving details of land ownership and possible development sites.
